Attendance/Safe Arrival

Please remember to call safe arrival (479-4427) when your child is going to be absent from school.  Emails to teachers are not always seen before safe arrival calls begin and if the teacher is absent, the office may not get the message. Messages can be left 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  The office is very busy first thing in the morning so having the safe arrival messages helps us get through the absences in a timely manner.  
We currently have 513 students in our school.  We understand that sometimes emergencies happen but if you know in advance that your child needs to be picked up early, it is very helpful if you send a note to the teacher.  We do not dismiss students without contact from home.  With so many students, it is not always easy to get a message to a student right away if a call is made close to the time you wish to pick up your child.  We appreciate your cooperation.

Staff, students, and families will all meet in the library for introductions then the students will spend some time with the teachers while the families stay in the library for a short presentation and time for questions.
